Guide for the new digital 'Prosjektkalender'

The new part of the Nordvision website contains the digital 'prosjektkalender' and has now been opened. From here on, all program group members are supposed to publish and update projects on their own, and this is a brief guide to get started. If you have further questions, don't hesitate to contact the NVS. 

LOGIN

All program group members are already users of the system and will receive an email with their login information. If you forget this information at a later date – you can always enter your e-mail after pressing «Forgot password» in the login menu on the left hand of the site. You will then receive an email with your password.

If you'd like someone else to update and publish projects for you, please make sure that they log in with your username and password – this way you will keep your access to the projects.

MY PROFILE / MY PROJECTS

When logged in you are sent to My Profile, whereyou can change your password and personal information (automatically updating the addresslist). Under My Projects you'll find shortcuts to all your projects and can edit them (pencil icon).

My projects / My profile are always available from the login menu on the left hand side and you switch between them by choosing the different headlines.

PROGRAM GROUP PAGES (PROGRAMGRUPPESIDER)

Here you'll find information about the groups you're a member of: Information on the next meeting, the latest version of the 'Prosjektkalender' and other relevant information.

ENTERING NEW PROJECTS

To register your new project ideas you follow the link in the Shortcut-menu at your Program Group Page. Fill out the form using the ?-icons for more information on the fields. Fields marked with an asterix (*) are mandatory. 

Any additional information on your project should be distributed by e-mail or handed out at the meeting (The possibility to upload them directy will be available shortly). Remember to cc: your contact person in the NVS who will post the information on your Program Group Pages (Neste møte).

EDITING EXISTING PROJECTS 

From the list in My Projects you can edit your projects directly (the pencil-icon). 

When you have a partner show definite interest for the project it should be moved to the 'in production' phase (Move to next phase / Save). To save your project in this fase the fields Rights og Contract are mandatory. When the program has been aired and there are no additional late participants interested, the project should be archived (Save and move to archive). 

You can't edit your archived projects even though you can see them in My Projects. To activate an archived project, contact the NVS.

THE DIGITAL 'PROSJEKTKALENDER' 

You have two ways to access the projects entered:

- The dynamic list that you find under 'Samproduksjoner' in the left hand menu features all current and archived projects – and gives you access to edit your own projects. This list can be sorted by the different headings and is useful when looking for one particular project. By expanding (+) the project, you'll get more information. 

- A static pdf version for printing the 'Project calendar' as we know it. Be aware that to if you are using the calendar at the program group meeting you should wait until after the deadline for submission of new projects. 

Both versions of the 'Prosjektkalender' is available in the right hand menu at your Program Group Page. 

Who can see your project?

As the owner of a project you can hide it from anyone but your fellow project group members by checking the Confidental box. 

Users who aren't logged in can only see the projects that aren't In production or marked Confidential.  


What's new with the digital 'Prosjektkalender'?

The 'under overveielse'-phase is removed to simplify the calendar, while some fields have been added to ensure sufficient information on the projects.

The Nordvision statistics won't be based on actual screening dates, but on the archived projects in a particular year. To ensure that the statistics are based on the right information, correct information on partners and programme duration is important, as well as archiving projects when they’re sent.

WHY THE CHANGE?

To modernize and simplify the 'Prosjektkalender' – and to give the program groups more control and ensure flexibility in the co-operation. The further developement of the website will be coordinated with the work to create a solition for digital file distribution of exchange programs and co-productions. 

OPINIONS? QUESTIONS?

There will be ample opportunities for feedback and further question at the program group meetings. Any suggestions will be taken into consideration when developing the site.
